



IAPB Working Group on Diabetic Retinopathy: Draft Terms of Reference 


Background

At its meeting in April 2013, the IAPB Board agreed to establish a Working Group on diabetic retinopathy (DR) 

The DR Working Group is an ad hoc group of IAPB members committed to the development, testing and scale up of innovative models for the prevention, treatment and management of diabetic retinopathy.  Underpinning the work of the group is the need to foster greater collaboration amongst eye health INGOs and the diabetes sector.

Role of the Working Group

The Working Group serves as a platform for collaboration and advocacy, and also for the development of tools and resources to support this work.  Initial priorities include:

· program planning and implementation tools (such as program management guidelines, key messages for patient education); 
· ensuring a solid evidence base for advocacy; 
· advancing technology solutions, such as low-cost fundus cameras and; 
· identifying appropriate workforce training models including online training for graders.


Membership
Membership is open to INGOs with existing projects in DR or a commitment to doing so, and an interest in collaborating on solutions and advocacy.
